A RESOLUTION

AMENDING CHAPTER 67 

OF THE PICKENS COUNTY, GEORGIA  

CODE OF ORDINANCES
WHEREAS, the Land Use Procedures and Standards Ordinance of Pickens County, Georgia under Section 4.0 authorizes the amendment of the Land Use District Ordinance of Pickens County from time-to-time; and 

WHEREAS, the Pickens County Commissioner can, from time to time, amend the Land Use District Ordinance in order to protect the health, welfare, and safety of the public; and 
WHEREAS, appropriate public notice and hearing have been accomplished; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, duly assembled, has considered this matter and made its recommendation; and 
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Commissioner of Pickens County to promote the goals, objectives, and policies of the Pickens County Comprehensive Plan 2008-2028; 
NOW, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMISSIONER OF PICKENS COUNTY AS FOLLOWS: 
1.
To amend Section 67-5 Establishment of Land Use Intensity Districts by adding a new land use district entitled “Estate Residential District (NRDC)” and inserting such new district in the list of available districts, immediately after the Urban Residential District (UR).

2.
To amend Sub-Section 67-8.1 (C) (1) by deleting the Sub-Section in its entirety and inserting the new Sub-Section 67-8.1 (C) (1) to read as follows:  1. RR, SR, UR, ERD, SRPC, NC, HB, and I land use intensity districts.

To amend Section 67-8 LAND USE INTENSITY DISTRICTS by inserting the new “Estate Residential District (NRDC),” in sequence, as Sub-Section 67-8.5 as follows:


67-8.5  Estate Residential District (ERD)

Purpose and intent.   This low density district is designed for rural ambience.  The minimum lot size of three (3) acres helps establish a more rural environment, and further determines that streets providing access to lots do not require curb-and- gutter designs that are more common to urban subdivisions.  Curvilinear streets can combine with drainage swales to provide speed limiting, country lane conditions.  On-site sewage management systems are common here and the lot sizes allow private wells or community water systems, in lieu of public water.  Conservation subdivision designs are feasible in this district as well.  Lots are limited to one (1) principal dwelling per lot with customary accessory uses.   

Permitted and Conditional Uses.  Permitted and conditional uses shall be as provided in Table 6-1-1, “Permitted and Conditional Uses by Land Use Intensity District.”


Dimensional requirements.   Dimensional requirements shall be as provided in Table 6-1-2, “Dimensional Requirements by Land Use Intensity District.”

After inserting the new Sub-Section 67-8.5 as addressed above, then re-codify all of the existing districts that follow thereafter, in sequence, from Sub-Section 67-8.6 through Sub-Section 67-8.9. [The SRPC district is not deleted, but is re-designated as 67-8.6 as the first of the re-designated districts that follow.] 
5.
Amend Table 6-1-1 “PERMITTED AND CONDITIONAL USES BY LAND USE INTENSITY DISTRICT” by inserting the acronym “ERD” in the top horizontal line of the table between the “UR” and “SRPC” districts, and thus create a new vertical column in the table.

In the vertical column that is created for the “ERD,” the following uses will be identified as allowed by right and shall be designated by the letter “P” in each horizontal line, as applicable:   Accessory uses and structures not otherwise listed in this table, normally incidental to one or more permitted principal uses; Active recreational facilities, nonprofit, such as tennis courts and swimming pools, as principal uses; Active recreational facilities, nonprofit, such as tennis courts and swimming pools, as accessory to one or more permitted uses;  Conservation areas and passive recreational facilities; Country clubs, including golf courses and clubhouses including restaurants and golf pro shops as accessory uses; Dwelling, single-family attached; Family day care home in single-family detached dwelling; Gardens, non-commercial, as accessory to residential use; Guest houses; Home Occupations; Industrialized Home; Manufactured homes; Schools, private elementary, middle, and high; Temporary structures and uses approved by the Land Use Officer.

In the vertical column that is created for the “ERD,” the following uses will be identified as “conditional uses” and shall be designated by the letter “C” in each horizontal line, as applicable:   Churches, temples, synagogues, and places of worship, including cemeteries as accessory uses (minimum 3 acres required); Institutional residential living and care facilities, serving six or less persons; Public and semi-public uses.


In the vertical column that is created for the “ERD,” all other uses listed in each horizontal line, not designated as “P” or “C,” shall be designated as “X,” which prohibits such use.
6.
Amend Table 6-1-2 Dimensional Requirements by Land Use Intensity District by inserting the acronym “ERD” in the top line of the table between the “UR” and “SRPC” districts.


In the vertical column that is created for the “ERD,” the following designations shall be inserted for each horizontal line, from top to bottom:  NA; 35; .33; 3 ac.; 200; 25; 15; 15; None;  See Section 67-10.5; None; None; 25; None.
7.
Amend Section 67-10 SUPPLEMENTAL PROVISIONS in Sub-Section 67-10.1(2) by inserting the acronym, “ERD,” between “SR” and “SRPC.”
8.
Amend Section 67-10 SUPPLEMENTAL PROVISIONS in Subsection 67-10.2  Home Occupations by inserting the acronym, “ERD,” between “SR” and “SRPC” in the first sentence of the paragraph, and likewise in the first sentence and last sentence of Subsection 67-10.2 (1) .

Amend Table 6-1-3 BUFFER REQUIREMENT BETWEEN LAND USE DISTRICTS by following the design pattern of the table and inserting the acronym, “ERD” and designation as “Estate Residential District” as a new horizontal row lying between the “UR” and “SRPC.”  Then, following the acronym thus inserted, in sequence, the vertical columns shall read, left to right:  AG Buffer (See A. below); Buffer I; Buffer II; and Buffer II.
10.
Amend the “Contents” (page 2) by inserting a new Subsection “67-8.5   Estate Residential District (ERD),” in sequence, then re-designate all districts that follow as “67-8.6” through “67-8.9.”  [Note:  the new sequence begins with “67-8.6 Suburban Residential Private Community District (SRPC).]  The page numbers shall change, as appropriate, in the “Contents,” as well as the document.
11.       All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
12.
It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Commissioner of Pickens County that the sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Resolution are severable and if any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, or phrase shall be declared unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect any of the remaining sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses, or phrases herein.
