Minutes of Apportionment Sub-Committee
May 11, 2009


The meeting was called to order by Jimmy Swain, Chairman.  Everyone went around the table and introduced themselves.


Paul Lindsey brought a map of Pickens County that listed all twelve voting precincts and the number of registered voters in each precinct:

Even though our sub-committee must wait for the Structure Committee to decide how many commissioners Pickens County might have, it was decided that we would take the number of voters and divide the county up in three sections:  3 commissioners (5,000 people), 5 commissioners (3,000 people), and 4 commissioners from the districts plus one commissioner at large.  Thus we would be ready with some information after we hear back from the Structure Committee.  Jim Looney and Sally Sue Bradley were tasked for this project.

Other items discussed were (1) if the Structure Committee came up with only 3 commissioners, then if 2 of the commissioners met for coffee one morning, there would be a quorum and county business could be discussed which would not be good, (2) most of the counties have at least 5 commissioners based on the information received prior to this meeting; (3) counties who have been voting county-wide (particularly Forsyth County) are now returning to voting for the commissioners by districts.
